e totally immersed in one? The eighth-grade science
curriculum begins with a unit on the basics of ecol-
ogy. One of the most unique ecosystems in New Jersey
is the Pine Barrens. Eighth grade went on a four-day,
three night camping trip. Activities included taking
water quality tests, jumping on a quaking bog, tromp-
ing through an Atlantic White Cedar Swamp, seeing
some of the rarest plants in the world and seining for
salt-water organisms in an estuary. The result was an
up-close and personally rich learning experience that
will hopefully feed the students curiosity to know
more and move their head and heart toward a world
view that values ecology.
