Middle School Students Win Award at Fairview Lake

In September, the Middle School students excitedly returned for the annual adventure trip to Fairview Lake YMCA Camp nestled in
the foothills of the Kittatinny Mountains. Fairview Lake, the YMCA’ 600-acre site, with its 110-acre lake, remains a virtually unspoiled
natural wonderland that adjoins the Delaware Water Gap National Recreation Area in Sussex County. The trip is designed to build
camaraderie and a sense of community among the middle school students and faculty in a beautiful, natural setting. With the goal of
encouraging student’s personal growth as they take on new challenges in a safe, supportive environment, this years itinerary included:
